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Introduction

You and your advertising team have been chosen as one of the teams to compete in a contest to name the restaurants and design the menu covers for four new eating establishments. The developer of the ALL-AMERICAN THEME PARK wants the restaurants to appear to be long-established, family owned businesses whose ancestors immigrated to the United States 100 – 150 years ago.  Your job will be to create a family name and family history for each of the restaurants.  The Theme Park developer, Ronald Stump, has already named the restaurant row, “The Melting Pot”.  His stipulation is that the family stories you create portray the idea that America is a melting pot of cultures that blend together.  

After you and your team have created the restaurant names and family stories, you and the other competing teams will meet in Mr. Stump’s boardroom.  There, he will judge the designs and stories, and he will also judge your response to the big question – “Is the United States a melting pot or a salad bowl?”
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Background

More than 30 million immigrants came to the United States between 1820 and 1920!  Why did so many leave their home countries?  Some left because of hardships such as poverty, lack of freedom or because of religious persecution.  Others came to the United States in hopes of making money, owning land, or to join other family members. Tales of “streets paved of gold” had reached their homelands and drew many across the ocean.  The Chinese called California “Gum Saan”, which means Gold Mountain.  What did the immigrants find when they arrived?  What was their experience like?

You will find out about the immigration experience of many people from several countries by exploring sites on the internet, reading articles from an electronic data base and from an Inspiration concept web.
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The Task 
[image: image4..pict]Your task is to create the perfect restaurant name, and the story behind the name, of the 3 “family owned restaurants”.  One of the restaurants will be Italian, one will be Chinese, and one will be an Irish Pub.

As you research the history of the three immigrant groups, keep in mind these important ideas so you can include them in the “family history”.

Include in the family history:

· What country did the ancestors immigrate from?

· Why did they leave their home country?

· When did they arrive in the United States?

· Did they enter the U.S. at Ellis Island in New York, or did they enter the U.S. on the west coast - California?

· What was their first impression of the United States?

· What was their first job?

· How and where did they start the restaurant business?
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The Process 

1. You will work in a team of 3 students. 

2. You will each be responsible for writing the history of one of the immigrants – so decide which immigrant group you will be focusing on.
3. You will look at the resources together, assisting each other to find the information needed to understand the immigration experience of each of the groups.
4. You will take notes, using the Inspiration software template.
5. Rotate roles at the computer.  Some of the websites and articles will contain information for more than one immigrant group.  Be sure you are working together and taking notes for the 3 groups at one time if necessary.
6. Open and read the Case Study Template in Inspiration to help you focus on “reasons for immigration” and “challenges”.  You can take notes in the Case Study Template for the 3 immigrant groups as you read the resources.  You will need to open one for each immigrant group and “save as” Chinese, Irish, Italian.  You may find it necessary to go back and look at some of the resources on your own when you are writing your narrative.  For now – work together!
7. Also open the Immigrant Overview Template to record the basic data.
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Remember:  the reason for the research is so each of you in the group can write about (yes, you will make it up, but base it on history – you know – historical fiction) a person who immigrated from one of the 3 countries.  You will give them a name, of course.  will tell about their immigration experience including where they lived, why they left their home country, what the voyage was like (did they travel alone or with other family members?), where they arrived in the U.S. (New York or California), what the arrival was like (were they detained?), what their housing was like, did they live with family or other families, what type of work did they do?, and eventually, how did they start a restaurant business?  Here is an example of an immigrant’s history, along with the restaurant the family still owns: Legs Inn, in Cross, Michigan.
9. Use the completed templates from Inspiration to help you draft your story.  You have seen many pictures and read stories about immigrants 100 or so years ago.  Make your story feel the same as their stories.

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Introduction

This lesson was developed for IUPUI SLIS Graduate Class, Electronic Materials for Children and Young Adults.
This social studies lesson was developed for 5th – 6th grade students to explore all aspects of immigration, the affects on the United States, the affects on the immigrants, to analyze the patterns in population, agriculture and manufacturing.  By having students personalize the experiences of immigrants in the past, they will understand the similarities with immigrants today.

Learners should have an understanding of the founding of U.S. government and the Industrial Revolution.  

They should know how to take notes electronically, using templates from Inspiration, and how to use a word processing program.

Social Studies Standards addressed:

· Identify the major manufacturing and agricultural regions in colonial America and cite ways that agriculture and manufacturing have changed in the past and continue to change.
· Trace the development of technology and the impact of major inventions on business productivity during the early development of the United States.
· Give examples of groups who made up communities in early America and compare the different ways that communities were organized.
· Compare significant examples of visual arts, crafts, music, architecture, and literature from early United States history and illustrate how each reflects the times and cultural background of the historical period.
· Read accounts of how scientific and technological innovations have affected the way people lived in the early United States and make predictions about how future scientific and technological developments may change cultural life.
· Analyze cause-and-effect relationships, keeping in mind multiple causation, including the importance of individuals, ideas, human interests, beliefs, and chance in history.
· Form research questions and use a variety of information resources to obtain, evaluate, and present historical data on the people, places, events, and developments in the history of Europe and the Americas.

· Identify patterns of population distribution and growth in Europe and the Americas and explain changes in these patterns, which have occurred over time.
· Compare and contrast cultural patterns — such as language, religion, and ethnicity — in various parts of Europe; the Caribbean; and North, South, and Central America.
· Research the reasons for the locations of the major manufacturing and agricultural regions of Europe and the Americas, using a variety of information resources.
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Process

1. You will work in a team of 3 students. 

2. You will each be responsible for writing the history of one of the immigrants – so decide which immigrant group you will be focusing on.
3. You will look at the resources together, assisting each other to find the information needed to understand the immigration experience of each of the groups.
A mini lesson in using Inspiration templates for note-taking may be necessary.  The Immigration Experience Unit from Inspiration was adapted for this lesson.  The full (adapted) unit for teachers may be used for more extensions.
4. You will take notes, using the Inspiration software template.
5. [image: image11..pict]Rotate roles at the computer.  Some of the websites and articles will contain information for more than one immigrant group.  Be sure you are working together and taking notes for the 3 groups at one time if necessary.
6. Open and read the Case Study Template in Inspiration to help you focus on “reasons for immigration” and “challenges”.  You can take notes in the Case Study Template for the 3 immigrant groups as you read the resources.  You will need to open one for each immigrant group and “save as” Chinese, Irish, Italian. 11. The final copy should be in presentation form.  This is what Mr. Stump will judge.  Use “word art” and borders to complete the menu cover.  The family story will be printed on the inside cover of the menu. 
12. Be prepared to discuss the idea of America as a melting pot or salad bowl.  Use the appropriate organizer in Inspiration to record your examples or explanations.  Your group must all agree.    Melting Pot Template         Salad Bowl Template          
· This lesson will take 5 – 8 45 minute sessions.  The resource reading will take 3-4 45 minute lessons.  If students finish before others, they will begin drafting their narratives.  

· The teacher can make more or less of the “Apprentice” format.  A discussion of characteristics of “melting pot” and “salad bowl” will require students to think about examples and possibly other analogies.

Unit Length: 1 week

Grade level: 9-12

II. Curricular Purpose

This curriculum packet is designed to familiarize students with a framework for understanding the immigrant experience in America. This packet uses the Chinese American experience as its case study.
