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A WebQuest for Students in grades 8-12
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Imagine that your life revolves around dogs and that no matter what you do, you never seem to be fulfilled. You discovery that there is an occupation that will allow you to be around dogs and get paid to do something you love. You are going to be a dog show judge. Your future lies in the many facets of judging dog shows and all of the factors involved in doing this job. This includes the different breed standards of each dog, learning about being a judge, talking with other judges, learning about electronic resources, and even creating the title to your own biography. What would you call it? 
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You will choose your own destiny. Your job is to use the links provided as well as other resources to become experts in your new role of dog show judge. You will work to create a presentation that presents the following aspects to your new quest, and once you are finished, the final goal is to present your new found information to the class in a 10 minute presentation complete with visuals and or photographs. Upon completion of this task, you will achieve the following goals:

1) Develop an interest in the study of dogs

2) Use the power of the Internet for advanced exploration

3) Learn information about key standards of dogs and dog groups

4) Realize that dog judging is more involved than it first appears

5) Formulate and support your choice based on your role as a dog show judge

6) Learn and explore blog postings

7) Examine and evaluate a listserv

8) Experience new and exciting resources including interactive websites
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Your task should include the following:

1) Explore the different dog breeds located on the online video clip. Which dogs are the most interesting to you? Find a breed of dog that fascinates you or that you have always wanted to learn about.

2) Discover which group your dog is in. Is he a toy breed, does she belong to the sporting breed, is your choice of the herding breeds, etc.?

3) Explore and research your breed of dog and the different health related issues, breed standards for your choice, coat colors, energy level, personality issues, etc. 

4) Post at least one question on a blog. What was the response? How long did it take for a reply? How many responses were there?

5) Evaluate a listserv for a two-week posting period. This listserv should be specific to your dog breed of choice. 

6) Contact one dog shows judge. Are they local? Are they far away, if so, where? What type of training have they had? Are they only the judge of one specific breed? Did they respond to your request? In your contact questions, please include at least one breed specific question. 

7) Gather photos, pictures, or personal drawings of your dog breed and of some dog shows. This information will become part of the final presentation.

8) Name your biography. Your neighbor is a writer and wants to write a book about you. What would the title be? Is this the same title as the title of your presentation? What would be included on the cover?

9) Create a puzzle and word search related to being a dog show judge or related to your dog breed of choice. 

10) Finally, create a ten minute presentation of all of the data you discovered including the photos, puzzles, word searches, biography name, a brief description of the cover of your biography, and all other evaluation criteria.

Phase 1: Background Information

Before starting your task, take the time to just explore several dog breeds. Take a week or more to discover which dog is the most interesting to you. This task will be more fun and exciting to do if you choose a dog breed of interest. Have you ever been interested in toy dogs? Then select a small dog breed to learn about. What was your favorite movie that a dog was in? What about your favorite story that was about a dog or had a dog in it? Watch a movie or read a book about a dog or a dog show judge.  Talk to your friends and family about the pet dogs they had. Use these ideas to find a dog of interest to you. Don't forget that this assignment is a final task that should be worked on over a full semester. This allows for plenty of time for emails, blog posts, listservs, and more. 

Phase 2: Roles

The role of a dog show judge was chosen because it allows you to define the most important elements of a dog breed and it group. Each of you has been assigned a role as a dog show judge, and with it, comes certain information that you must know and be responsible for including. Information can be found on the links provided, however, some outside work may be required to finish all required elements of the task. This includes contacting a judge or judges, blog postings, listserv evaluation, and creating a puzzle and word related search related to your dog breed of choice.

Phase 3- Reaching Consensus

You have all learned about different aspects of dogs and being a dog show judge. You must all now complete the task. Each of you will bring a certain viewpoint to the original task and some of you may overlap in your breed choices and that is just fine. Some of you will agree with the choices made by others and some of your will not, just respect everyone for their opinion. Use information, pictures, videos, clip art, facts opinions, etc. from the websites and resources that you have explored to convince your teammates that your dog breed is the best breed.

Up to this point, the aspects that are included in the occupation of a dog show judge have blinded you. Until now, you have had no idea of how much information and detail was involved in this occupation, and you now have an insiders view into this exciting career path. Dogs and dog show judging is only a part of the bigger picture that each one of you now know a lot more about. Nice work. You should be proud of yourselves! How can you use what you've learned to see beyond the black and white of a topic and into the grayer areas? What other aspects of dogs could still be explored? What other careers could you use this new found knowledge in? Did this task excite you about pursing this career? Did this activity open your mind to new resources that you have never explored before? Did you share what you have learned with family and friends? Did this experience teach you to not judge something or someone with out looking further into the topic or subject? Don't forget, there is training, selection, health-related issues, assistance animals, and much, much more related to dogs than the little part that each one of you has explored.  Remember that learning never stops and growing is wonderful. 




This WebQuest is designed for students in grades 8-12. This WebQuest allows the student to experience several new resources that they may have otherwise overlooked. This project allows each child to not only search the Internet using different websites, but also allows them the chance to discover what blogs are, what listservs are, and to use some interactive websites for the first time.  WebQuests are a great tool that can gain the attention of the otherwise reluctant student, and get them involved in the various information that can be found on the Internet. In some cases, the children are required to search the website for the answers they are seeking, while in other tasks, they are challenged by using their own researching skills by pursing answers "outside of the box". These tasks allow the student to experience new and useful tools and encourage growth and learning.

For this WebQuest titled, "Don't Judge Me", using this as a semester long project would be the best way to tackle this task. With the ability to start out slowly by observing the video clips and taking two weeks to investigate which breed the student will choose, will allow the student to find something that interests them. Encourage the students to use other resources in making their decisions. Did they have a favorite pet dog growing up? Did they have a favorite movie that had a dog in it? Have they ever talked to family or friends about their dogs or dogs they may have liked? Express the need to find a breed of interest, as they will be spending several months researching this breed and the dog show judges occupation. To encourage them to keep going, the recommendation is to work on one task per week, thus allowing plenty of time for completion. Final presentations are open to expression and creativity, as long as the required elements are included.
