Here are instructions to join:

1.Tell your teacher or media specialist when you are ready.  Time permitting, you may be able to select your sign-in name and password.

2.  The discussion is hosted at www.nicenet.org

3.You will be signing in with your first name only.  As a last name, we will use your school name.  

EX:  John Smith becomes John Westlane.

We will not be using email addresses for students.

4.The first time you login, please read the introduction entry under “Conferencing” from Mrs. Highley and post a reply.

5.  Find the name of the book you want to discuss under “Conferencing”.  Each book title has its own discussion topic.  You can read what others wrote, and add your own comments by “Post New Topic”, or “Reply” directly to someone else.

5.You can choose to put the newest messages at the top or at the bottom.  Sometimes it might be easier for you to follow along if you switch the order.

6.You may also add links in the proper area, or view the links that are already posted.

7.Please be sure to keep the conversation appropriate.  Notify Mrs. Highley or Mrs. Gartner if there are any problems.

8.  ALWAYS  be sure to click “Log Out” when you are done.
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
